GRAND NATIONAL RESTRICTED PAIRS 
 

This event was introduced by the ABF in 2008 for those players who are 
unable to play in the regular Gold Point competitions to accrue Gold 
Masterpoints within the comfort of their club at minimal cost. 
  
The competition is restricted to players of below Life Master ranking and is 
run in the format of a three session heat. Players must play all three 
sessions. Gold points are awarded to 75% of the field. 
 
Players from all metropolitan clubs who have held heats will send pairs to 
play in the Regional Final held at WABC in November. WABC will send the 
top four pairs from each heat. If a pair does not wish, or is unable, to play in 
the final the next ranked pair will be offered their place. Gold points will be 
awarded to 100% of the field in the Regional final. 
 
The top three N/S & E/W pairs of the Regional final are eligible to play in, 
and will receive from the ABF a travel subsidy to, the National final held 
during the Summer Festival of Bridge in Canberra the following January. If a 
pair does not wish, or is unable, to play in the National final the next ranked 
pair will be offered their place. Pairs playing in Canberra will be playing for 
the Richard Grenside Trophy. 
 
Supplementary Regulations apply to this event which will be posted on the 
WABC website and noticeboard. 
 

 
 



GRAND NATIONAL OPEN TEAMS 
 

An event of long-standing run in a heat format with Gold points awarded for 
each match won. Teams can be comprised of 4 to 6 members with at least 
one member of the team being a WABC member. Number of teams eligible 
to play in the State final depends on the number of teams entered in the 
club heat. The team winning the State final receive a travel subsidy to the 
National final held in Banora Point NSW late November. Regulations for this 
event are posted on the BAWA website www.bawa.org  
 

2010 BAWA LEAGUE TEAMS  
The League Teams is a great way to meet new people in a very social 
environment. Matches are typically played in people’s homes, with a 24 
board match followed by supper/afternoon tea provided by the home team. 
1.  You can have a team of up to 8 players, with any 4 playing matches. 

There is no minimum or maximum number of matches required to 
be played by each member. 

2.  There are three divisions: 
a. Perth Siesta Division, where matches are played in the afternoon, 
b. Perth Evening Division, where matches are played in the evenings,  
c. Bunbury Division, where all matches are located in Bunbury and 
surrounding areas. 

3.  Entry fee is $50 per team. The club will pay this fee if all players in 
the team are WABC members and WABC is incorporated into your 
team name e.g “WABC Sapphires”. 

4.  This is a red masterpoint event. 
5.  The winning team from each Division will receive 4 one year 

subscriptions to Australian Bridge. 
6.  Entries must be received by the end of February. 
7.  There is one match scheduled per month. Dates and times are 

mutually agreed by the two team captains. They can be held outside 
the scheduled month with the agreement of both Captains. 

8.  All matches must be completed by 30th November. 
9.  There is no requirement for team members to be ABF registered

MASTERPOINTS 
The Australian Bridge Federation (ABF) Masterpoint Scheme is intended to: 
× Stimulate interest in Contract Bridge. 
× Provide a means of measuring player achievements. 
× Assist with the financing of the ABF’s national and international 

commitments. 
ABF NUMBER 
On initially joining an ABF affiliated club, members are issued with an ABF 
number. These numbers are issued for the duration of a member’s lifetime. 
 
HOME CLUB 
Players are registered with the ABF through their nominated Home Club. All 
Masterpoint Centre output for individual players, e.g promotion certificates, 
is forwarded to the player’s home club. If a player is a member of more than 
one club they must ensure they are a financial member with their 
nominated Home Club in order to receive Masterpoints. 
 
TYPES of MASTERPOINTS 
The Scheme recognizes Masterpoints, distinguished by colour: 

Green – Grade E issued for regular duplicate sessions, Grade D for 
certain Club Championships such as the Charles Pearce Cup. 
Red – Grade B4c for a limited number of club events. Grade B5i for 
interclub events. Grade B4 for Congresses and Grade B for State 
Championships. 
Gold – only available in ABF events such as the GNOT, GNRP, Swan 
River Swiss, Western Senior’s, Hans Rosendorff and Golden West. 
 

MASTER RANKINGS 
Masterpoints won by players over their lifetime are used to determine each 
player’s master ranking. There are currently 19 different rankings from 
Graduate Master to Gold Life Master. Players receive an official certificate 
with each promotion. Master ranks may be used to determine seedings in 
tournaments. In addition, events may be held in which entry is restricted to 
players of a specified master ranking. Players cannot move above *Regional 
Master without attaining Red points. Players cannot move above **National 
Master without attaining Gold points. Ranking requirements can be found 
on the back of your ABF card, which is updated every April.

PROCEDURES and ETIQUETTE 

 Always welcome your opponents to the table. 

 Make sure the board is placed in the correct direction. 

 Count your cards before looking at them. It is the responsibility of 
the individual to make sure they have the correct number of cards. 

 Do not make comments about the bidding or play until the end of 
the round. “Post Mortems” should be saved for the end of the 
session. The Director may award penalties for consistent slow play. 

 Keep a poker face. Convey information to your partner only with 
your calls or plays; not with gestures, mannerisms or hesitations. Do 
not touch your bidding box until you know what you intend calling. 

 Wait until it's your turn to play; it is improper to play before then. 

 When making the opening lead put your card face down first rather 
than face up. 

 Once you have turned your card over you cannot look back at the 
whole trick, only at your own card (without showing anyone else) 
e.g. to see which hand you are in. TIP: Do not turn your card over 
until you have remembered the cards played. 

 "Claiming" without playing out the whole hand is fine, but do state 
your intentions e.g. "Drawing trumps, then the rest are mine", or "I 
will give you the ace of clubs", etc. If there is any doubt about the 
accuracy of a claim the Director must be called. The hand cannot be 
played out once a claim has been made. 

 Agree on the number of tricks before collecting your cards to put 
back into the board. 



 Do not adjust any score on the traveller. Call the Director if you 
believe a score to be incorrect. 

 North looks after the boards and does the scoring. East-West should 
check the score and move the boards at the end of the round. 

 

 

CALLING THE TOURNAMENT DIRECTOR 

The Director is the referee and must be called if ANYTHING goes wrong. 
Don't try to fix things yourself. The director will give a ruling according to 
The Laws, a standard procedure which ensures fairness and equity. Any 
player except dummy may call the director during the play. There is no 
stigma attached to calling the Director, it is merely correct procedure and is 
your duty. 

PERSONAL SCORE SHEETS 

Players using personal score sheets must ensure they remain closed from 
view except when recording scores. No recording should be done until the 
opening lead has been faced and Dummy tabled. 

BIDDING BOXES 
 
Bidding boxes must be used when specified by the Director of the session. 
When the use of bidding boxes is not obligatory, they may be used when 
agreed to by all four players at the table. 
In this case the bidding boxes are to be used by all four players. 
All players make their first call by placing the appropriate bid on the table 
immediately in front of them, slightly to their left 
Each player’s bidding cards should be orientated so that the large print is 
upside-down from that player’s perspective. 
Each player’s subsequent calls should be placed on top of the previous ones 
so that the bidding cards partly overlap and every call in the sequence is 
visible. 
A bid is considered made if it is held face up, touching or nearly touching the 
table, or maintained in such a position as to indicate that it has been made. 
An unintended call (such as accidentally placing the wrong bidding card on 
the table) may be changed without penalty under Law 25A. 



To alert, a player should say “alert” and display or draw attention to the 
Alert card. At the end of the auction, the opening leader places his lead face 
down on the table. At this point, with the auction still on the table, the 
leader’s partner and Declarer may request an explanation of the opponents’ 
auction. After all explanations have been completed, the opening lead 
should be faced and all players should return their bidding cards to their 
respective boxes.
